Step 2: Inspect coin chute area to determine if coin chute must be removed.  On most 
Dixie-Narco and Royal vendors the coin chute does not interfere with the insertion of the 
T handle locking pin and does not need to be removed. The coin chute does not need to 
be removed if there is enough clearance to install the locking pin.  On most Vendo 
vendors the coin chute interferes with the insertion of the T handle locking pin and must 
be removed temporarily as outlined below. See Step 6 installation of T handle blocker 
and locking pin for reference.
